The Truth in Taxation rules mandate a governmental unit publish the proposed tax rate and
also hold two public hearings on a tax revenue increase. If the proposed rate exceeds the
rollback or effective tax rate, whichever is lower, the taxing unit’s governing body must vote to
place a proposal to adopt the rate on a future meeting agenda and record a vote. The dates of
the public hearings must be stated and notices must be published. The proposed rate for 2013
is $0.20, the same as 2012. This exceeds the effective rate, which has been established as
$0.19, therefore action is required. Notices will be posted and public hearings will be held on
both October Z”d, 2013 and October 17th, 2013. Adoption of the tax rate will occur on October
21%, 2013.
